Digital Photography Learning Resourse – Post Production
This documenet will enable the Learner to gain skills and knowledge of the Digital Photography image post production using Adobe Photoshop process using this step by step guide.

SIZING AN IMAGE.
Sizing For Print 
We select our image and image size in the menu
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Next we can size through Pixel height and width, this is the actual number of pixels in the height and width of our image, 

This gives us an image of 34.9m

And note the pixel Width and Height.
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Reducing this will reduce our image size of 34.9m we can now see our image has reduced from 34.9m  to 893.2 K, we can email this size of image and use for web.

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Another way in sizing images is to use the Document  size 

We can repeat width & height sizing but with Document size we can use the resolution.

300 is Pixels per inch this will let us print and give larger screen resolution
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72  is Pixels per inch this will give us screen resolution but not good for print.
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If we size 72 pixels per inch and width 6 inches and height 9 inches as above we can again email this image reducing our image size to 823.2K
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So with print we need a higher Pixel 34.9m Dimension with a higher resolution 300.

With email and web we only need a lower pixel file e.g 893.2k with a resolution of 72.

CANVAS SIZE

I can make the actual canvas size larger to incorporate my image, this can be very helpful if I wanted borders around my image and can have within the overall print  or canvas size.

Select Image from the Menu Bar and go to Canvas size.
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This will bring up the size of our canvas/print as it stands.
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I can now add to this by making my canvas size larger than my print size and create a white border around my image saving me the cost of a mount.
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LAYERS

We will cover very basic layers looking at placing one layer over another and erasing parts of the top layer in a create way to reveal parts of the bottom layer.

First select your image

Now using HUE/SATURATION convert to Black & White

Now we need to SAVE AS to make a new saved file
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Keep the image to a high size this being 12 when this come up.
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We now have a Black &White file and a colour file in our folder.

We can now open our colour image. At first it will look as if there is only 1 image, but go to WINDOW in the Menus

go to Arrange 

and Float in Window

This will now let you see both images.
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You will have 2 images now.
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In the tool Bar I now select the top tool which is the move Tool.

I click on the middle of one of my images and drag this image over the other, giving me 2 images in the one frame.
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We now are in LAYERS in Photoshop.

There is a front layer and a rear layer
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We can now select adjust the capacity of the front layer letting us see the rear layer more clearly if we need to do this to reveal a specific feature in the rear layer.
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I now select the erase toll from the tool bar and begin to rub out sections of the top layer revealing the colour in the layer below.
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 this has both colour and black & white.
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Saving my image

We will note there are 2 layers, at this time we will save this as a photoshop file (PSD) enabling us to come back to the 2 Layers in the future to work on or add another Layer.

Select File from our Menu and go to Save As
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We keep as a PSD Photoshop format, notice the 2 image Layers to the right.

Now we want to bring the 2 layers together this is called Flattening.

We select Layers from the Menu and go to Flatten Image
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This now flattens our image into 1 layer, enabling us to print etc.

We can save as a jpeg now.
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Notice the 1 image layer to the right.
